Dear Teachers,

Thank you for completing the student arrival/departure survey for the Safe Routes to Schools program.  The survey results provide an accurate assessment of the success of the program.  We need the survey completed once in the fall and again in the spring. Your cooperation is greatly appreciated and we request that you fill in all sections for the survey to be valid. Please keep in mind that we work in many schools and do not necessarily know your class information.
Ask your students about the morning of the survey and the previous two days.  For example, if you administer the survey on Wednesday morning, you are asking your students how they got to school on Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday.

How We Got to School Today

School - We receive many surveys and must be able to sort by school, you know where you are but once we get the form, it could get mixed up with other schools.


Grade - The grade level  

Number of Students – how many students you surveyed that day  

Teacher - Please write your name in this line


Weather - Conditions matter, note if it is sunny, foggy, raining, etc.  

Date - Provide the date for each day    

Please ask how your students traveled to school today within the following categories:

1. Walking  


This refers to students who walked their entire route to school or at least partially from a designated remote drop off point.   It does not mean those dropped off from a vehicle ½ block away from the school!   

2. Bicycling 


This is any student who bicycled to school

3. Bus  


This could be a school bus or public transit

4. Carpool


A carpool consists of 2 or more people in the car who are not related.  Driving to school with one of your parents and your brothers and/or sisters is not a carpool.  

5. Car


This refers to those students who came in a vehicle that is not considered a carpool per the definition in #4 above.

6. Other

This could be a scooter, a skateboard, or even a taxi.
