Every fall and spring the Safe Routes to Schools program conducts student surveys to measure the number of children traveling to school by various modes, and parent surveys to measure the perceived barriers and safety issues experienced by the parents of the schools. These surveys are required by our funding and give us an assessment of the success of our program.  

More importantly, they allow us to provide to your school the services and programming it needs to increase safety for your families. 

The student survey should take your teachers about five minutes to complete.  We request that the survey be conducted on a Wednesday, Thursday, or Friday and returned to us with the enclosed envelope. Conducting the survey later during the week allows us to collect information on the previous two-three days of activity and thus obtain better data. The parent survey can be sent home in “backpack mail” and returned to the classroom teacher or office. We will return to your school to collect all surveys when they are completed.
